Weddings – Celebrity, TV & Film Inspired
The world of royalty, celebrity, TV & film has many followers but does their influence extend to weddings, and if so whose? The Wedding Planner School have conducted a survey with 192 women and reveal their results – 32% of women do take inspiration from royal & celebrity weddings, while 49% are captivated by weddings on TV & in films.
Glossy magazines are full of exclusive wedding pictures of the rich and famous, with big budgets designed for the wow factor. Regular brides may not have those budgets but they can take inspiration from celebrity ideas to add to their special day.
The three weddings that topped the poll were the lavish royal wedding between Princess Diana & Prince Charles; the spectacular Italian wedding of Tom Cruise & Katie Holmes; and football star wedding of Colleen McLoughlin & Wayne Rooney.
Celeste Thompson, Student Support, from The Wedding Planner School gives her advice “The important thing to remember is not to just copy features of celeb weddings for the sake of it. It’s important that your wedding is personal to you, so by all means take inspiration from celebrities but make sure that it is adapted to your individual wedding day.”
The influence of TV & films also has its part to play. The survey results were very close with 49% of women being inspired, screen hits ‘The Wedding Planner’ and ‘Sex & The City’ lead the way. The results showed an interesting difference between married & unmarried women as 71% of those yet to marry felt that they would be inspired in their future weddings, whereas only 16% of married women actually used that inspiration in their own weddings, from the likes of TV’s Friends and romcom movie ‘Love Actually’.

So brides planning their big day who are stuck for ideas have the option of looking for inspiration in the world of royalty, celebrity, TV & film but they should keep it tasteful, personal to them and in budget.
