Top Ten Most Inspirational Films for Weddings
A recent survey of 192 British women conducted by The Wedding Planner School looked into the films and television programmes that were found to be the most inspirational for women thinking about their own wedding. They let us in on the top ten…
Tenth Place – My Big Fat Greek Wedding – An inspiration for some women but hopefully with fewer stressed female relatives around on the morning of the wedding.  The biggest attraction is being given a house as a wedding gift.
Ninth Place – Four Weddings and a Funeral – Weddings galore in this film staring Hugh Grant and Andie MacDowell. Spoilt for choice!

Eighth Place – The Godfather – The film opens with the daughter of Marlon Brando’s character celebrating her wedding reception, what a father-in-law he would make especially if he made you an offer you couldn’t refuse! Was horse’s head on the gift list?!
Seventh Place – The Wedding Date – A quintessentially English village wedding to inspire women, with vintage cars, an elegant dress, floral decorations throughout, reception under gazebos with dancing outside.  Lets hope nobody copied the bridesmaid running away in the wedding car with tins rattling after her, the groom taking off after the best man and the bride admitting having an affair just before the ceremony!
Sixth Place – Friends – Well with Ross ‘Three Weddings’ Geller featuring there’s plenty to choose from, but hopefully those disasters do not inspire women as much as the long-awaited wedding of his sister Monica and Chandler Bing.

Fifth Place – Mamma Mia – A stunning Greek backdrop with a simple wedding for Meryl Streep’s on screen daughter Amanda Seyfried. Three potential fathers of the bride could lead to three potentially embarrassing speeches though!
Fourth Place – Love Actually – A truly personal wedding for Keira Knightley’s character as she weds at the start of the film, with a spontaneous band and choir hidden among the congregation.

Third Place – 27 Dresses – With 27 different dresses (some more stylish than others!), plenty of inspiration for women of all tastes and cultures.
Second Place – Sex and the City: The Movie – The first film increased the popularity of personal unusual venues and the Vivienne Westwood gown has been copied around the world, even though it didn’t bring good luck to Carrie Bradshaw.
First Place – The Wedding Planner – With the no-expense-spared beautiful weddings it’s easy to dream of the perfect day, with above all an amazing wedding planner (JLo style) to help make those inspired dreams a reality.
