Valentine Theme Wedding Tips for February Weddings
The season of love and romance is here so why not make the most of it and get some inspiration for your February Wedding with these top ten tips for Valentine theme weddings….
1. Red, Red, Red – Incorporate the colours of romance into your colour scheme such as bridesmaids in deep red dresses and warm luxurious fabrics.  Rich colours always work well in the winter.
2. Candles – Days are still getting dark early in February so turn down the lights and give each guest a lighted candle for a magical marriage ceremony.  You can also cut down on floral centrepieces and use candelabra to create a candle-lit wedding breakfast too. 
3. Bouquet – Red roses are the obvious choice but these can be so expensive in and around February so contact your florists well in advance or better still speak to a wedding planner (see below) who should be able to get preferential rates with their contacts.

4. Wedding Planner – The Wedding Planner School offers a free wedding planner service with their students and graduates or if you don’t want someone else to do the organising why not book on one of their courses for yourself!

5. Small Touches – These small touches actually make a big difference such as rose petals or red hearts for confetti (bridal or table) and chocolate hearts with strawberry filling wrapped in red foil for favours.
6. Table Plans – Instead of numbers name your tables after famous lovers: Anthony & Cleopatra or Romeo & Juliet; Poets such as Byron or Keats; or romance movies like ‘Gone with the Wind’. 
7. Personal Vows – For added romance write your own special words for the exchange of rings. Keep it tasteful and to no more than a minute each.  Adapting song lyrics or a poem that you like is an alternative to thinking up your own words.
8. An Evening of First Dances – Send out reply cards with your invitations and ask your guests to choose two songs to dance to. They can choose their first dance or just something fun if they’d rather. You could even have a CD made (prior to the big day) with all of the music featured at your wedding as favours.
9. Food of Love – Incorporate the foods of love, such as asparagus and chocolate, into your menu.  Even oysters if you think your guests are up to it!
10. Love Quiz – Inject a bit of fun into the evening with a quiz about you both with questions such as how you met, where the proposal happened etc; and general questions about celebrity couples and traditions.
