Spring Wedding Tips

At last we can send winter packing for another year and welcome the first signs of Spring.  It’s Britain’s most beautiful season so The Wedding Planner School, famous for helping new professional wedding planners ‘spring’ to life (and giving lots of free help to brides), lets us in on some top tips for bringing aspects of the season to your wedding or engagement party in unique and practical ways.  After all marriage is a new life for you, so what better theme!? 
1. Spring Colours – pastels dominate the spring with yellow, pink, blue or green – By incorporating one or two of these you’ll add a fresh look to your big day. 2010 will see lots of mixed colours in wedding themes so add a third shade for an up-to-the minute look.
2. Garden Flowers – There are many beautiful, low cost flowers available at this time of year such as daffodils and tulips but remember that flowers can be more expensive around Mother’s Day so if you’re not green-fingered contact your florists well in advance or better still speak to a wedding planner (see below) who should be able to get preferential rates with their contacts.  Decorative tubs full of trees in blossom will bring the outdoors inside.
3. Chicks, Lambs and Baby Bunnies – think about using pictures of the cutest spring creatures on your invitations.  You’ll be sending them out in the winter so your guests will be glad of something other than snowy scenes and Christmas cards!  Alternatively use artistic photographs of wild flowers such as bluebells and snowdrops.  Getting them printed yourself can be cheaper than choosing prints from a catalogue and will ensure a unique look.
4. Leeks & Spring Vegetables – Spring vegetables such as leeks, carrots and peas are in abundance at this time of year and so are a delicious way to keep food costs down.  But make sure your chef has a bit of imagination as plain boiled veggies aren’t always appetising.
5. Falconry - For a wedding with a difference consider having a falconer as part of the entertainment with their beautiful birds flying free in the sky above you.  It’s probably best to avoid releasing any doves at the same time though!
6. Green Confetti – Dried garden flowers, or even fresh petals and blossom can be used as the ultimate biodegradable confetti.
7. Table Names – For some continuity how about using the genus of flowers in your bouquet as table names, seasonal birds and creatures.  Or if you’re a closet fan, Eurovision entries would make a comical topic for May weddings!
8. Favours – We traditionally represent ‘new life’ with chocolate eggs, so why not have several small chocolate eggs wrapped up in colourful tissue as wedding favours.  You could even place one big chocolate egg per table as a centrepiece that can be eaten instead of dessert.  If you let guests divide it up amongst themselves it should encourage plenty of interaction too.

9. Canapés – when your guests arrive at the reception feed them cheap and seasonal canapé alternatives: buttered hot cross buns or decorated chocolate eggs.  If you prefer something a bit fancier, how about rabbit and lamb tasters or devilled eggs?
